We pray for all the people impacted by Hurricane Beryl and all those
suffering from the extreme heat.

For all who are in danger, sorrow, or any kind of trouble;

For those who minister to the sick, the friendless, and the needy.

In the Diocesan cycle of prayer, we pray for Diocese of Virginia Conference
Centers: Shrine Mont, Orkney Springs, and Roslyn, Richmond. In the
Anglican cycle of prayer, we pray for The Church of Ireland.

For the peace and unity of the Church of God;
For all who proclaim the Gospel, and all who seek the Truth.

For Michael, our Presiding Bishop and Sean, our Presiding Bishop-Elect;
Mark and Gayle, our Bishops; and for all bishops and other ministers;
For all who serve God in his Church.

That we may live and serve you in newness of life,
To the honor and glory of your Name;

Through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.
